Join the Friends of Merrymeeting Bay (FOMB) on Wednesday, April 9th at 7 p.m. in the Beam Classroom at Bowdoin College for the seventh presentation in FOMB’s 2002-2003 Speaker Series.  John Lichter, Julie Grinvalsky and Tim Pasakarnis of Bowdoin College will present Wild Rice Community Dynamics.

Bowdoin College Assistant Professor John Lichter and students Julie Grinvalsky and Tim Pasakarnis have completed their first year of field research studying wild rice in Merrymeeting Bay.  After setting up study plots at many sites around the Bay they made a detailed account of what was growing in each plot in every month of the growing season.  At this presentation they’ll elaborate on how they set up the study, what they discovered, and their analysis of that data.

The Speaker Series takes place monthly from October to May.  On May 14th,  Eleanor Everson will present “The Kennebec Ice Industry”.
